This session will introduce
the importance of data as well as how it can be used by ERHDs for campaigning, advocacy, and
communications. EHRDs will be introduced to the methodology to collect, store, and monitor data and will
gain an overview of the current ecosystems to scan and map data on environmental and human rights issues
across the region.
